CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

Corporal punishment in the form of spanking or paddling is a disciplinary action authorized to be used by teachers in the District as long as it is administered in accordance with the guidelines established in writing by the principal.

District teachers should use corporal punishment only when other means have failed, or another method of punishment does not seem appropriate. District teachers must administer corporal punishment only in the office of the principal with his/her approval.

Guidelines for specific schools within the District will vary and may be obtained from each building principal.

4310.1 All corporal punishment procedures should insure the following:

1. The student was made aware of what type offenses would result in corporal punishment.

2. The student is made aware of what specific behavior has resulted in the corporal punishment.

3. Corporal punishment is not the first line of punishment.

4. An adult witness is present during any corporal punishment.

5. Students shall not have corporal punishment administered in the presence of his peers.
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
